Reflexión de esta semana
¿No es triste que Acaz se negara a aceptar la invitación de Isaías para pedirle a Dios una señal de que cumpliría
su promesa de salvar a Jerusalén del enemigo que se acercaba? Pero el amor de Dios por su pueblo no se verá
frustrado por un líder temeroso. Isaías le da a Acaz una señal de todos modos: «La virgen concebirá y dará a luz
un hijo, y lo llamará Emanuel».
Siglos después, Mateo, inspirado por el Espíritu Santo, reconoce la inesperada profundidad del significado de la
profecía de Isaías. Un ángel se aparece a José en un sueño y lo anima a no tener miedo de acoger en su casa a
María, su esposa embarazada. Su hijo ha sido concebido por obra del Espíritu Santo. Y José debe llamarlo Jesús,
porque él salvará a su pueblo de sus pecados. Jesús será verdaderamente Emanuel, Dios con nosotros.
Ahora todo está listo para celebrar la venida de nuestro Dios entre nosotros en Jesús.
Nuestra anhelante espera del Adviento se llena de una mayor expectación. La fiesta de Navidad está cerca.
Pero nuestra espiritualidad salesiana/oblata nos dice que hay algo más para nosotros. «Dios está con nosotros»
es la razón por la que vivimos como vivimos cada día. Dios nos ha amado tan profundamente que quiere que
seamos testigos vivos de su presencia y de su amor. Dejar que Jesús viva en nosotros como Emanuel cada día se
convierte en nuestro camino de santidad y nos permite compartir su amor unos con otros y con todos los que
encontramos.
Que nuestra expectación del Adviento nos lleve a ser mensajeros vibrantes de la verdad: «¡Dios está con
nosotros, salvando a su pueblo!».

Fourth Sunday of Advent (December 21, 2025)

This week’s reflection
Isn't it sad that Ahaz refused to accept Isaiah’s invitation to ask God for a sign that he would fulfill his
promise to save Jerusalem from an advancing enemy? But God's love for his people will not be thwarted by
a fearful leader. Isaiah gives Ahaz a sign anyway: “The virgin will bear a son and name him Emmanuel.”

Centuries later, Matthew is inspired to recognize the unexpected depth of meaning in Isaiah's prophecy. An
angel appears in Joseph's dream and encourages him not to be afraid to take his pregnant wife Mary into
his home. Her child has been conceived through the Holy Spirit. And Joseph is to name him Jesus, for he will
save his people from their sins. Jesus will truly be Emmanuel, God is with us.

Now all is ready for our celebrating the coming of our God among us in Jesus.

Our Advent longing and waiting takes on a heightened expectancy. The feast of Christmas is near.

But our Salesian/Oblate spirituality tells us that there is more for us. “God is with us” is why we live the way
we do each day. God has loved us so deeply that he wants us to be living witnesses of his presence and love. 

Letting Jesus live in us as Emmanuel each day becomes our way of holiness and allows us to share his love
with one another and with all we meet.

May our Advent expectancy lead us to be vibrant messengers of the truth: “God is with us” saving his
people!
