Commemoration of All the faithful Departed (November 2, 2025)
This week’s reflection

In one of his pamphlets that was later published in a broader collection entitled The
Catholic Controversy, Francis de Sales wrote:

“WWe maintain that we may pray for the faithful departed, and that the prayers and
good works of the living greatly relieve them and are profitable to them for this
reason: that all those who die in the grace of God - and consequently, in the number
of the elect - do not go to Paradise at the very first moment, but many go to
Purgatory---from which our prayers and good works can help and serve to deliver
them.”

“We agree the blood of Our Redeemer is the true purgatory of souls, for in it are
cleansed all the souls of the world. Tribulations also are a purgatory, by which our
souls are rendered pure, as gold refined in the furnace. It is well known that Baptism
in which our sins are washed away can be called a purgatory, as everything can be
that serves to purge away our offenses. But in this context we take Purgatory for a
place in which after this life the souls which leave this world before they have been
perfectly cleansed from the stains they have contracted. And if one would know why
this place is called simply Purgatory more than are the other means of purgation
above-named, the answer will be, that it is because in that place nothing takes place
but the purgation of the stains which remain at the time of departure out of this
world, whereas in Baptism, Penance, tribulations and the rest, not only is the soul
purged from its imperfections, but it is further enriched with many graces and
perfections. And agreeing as to the blood of Our Lord, we fully acknowledge the
virtue thereof, that we protest by all our prayers that the purgation of souls -
whether in this world or in the other - is made solely by its application.” (CC, pp. 353-
354)

Notwithstanding the effects of our prayers and good works on behalf of our dearly
departed, Francis de Sales reminds us that at the end of the day it is the life and
death of Jesus Christ that purifies our souls, whether in this life or in the next. To
that end, whether it’s the just or the unjust, whether it’'s in this world or the next, we
are all in the hands of God.
Here’s hoping that we pray for our faithful departed. Here’s hoping that our faithful
departed pray for us. All of us could stand to do with a little purgation of one kind or
another from time to time!

The AMS is the only Catholic diocese in the United
States responsible for endorsing priests to serve as
military chaplains and for the Department of Veterans
Affairs Medical Centers.

AMS faithful are the men and women serving in the
United States Armed Forces, enrolled in U.S. Military
Academies, undergoing treatment at a Department of
Veterans Affairs Medical Center, working in civilian jobs
for the federal government beyond U.S. borders - and
their families.

Programs and services readily available in other U.S.
dioceses, and vital to the men, women, and children
served by the AMS, include Evangelization and Catechesis,
Sacramental Records, Tribunal, Vocations, and the pastoral
care of Veterans.

The AMS Co-Sponsored Seminarian Program is the only
U.S. Vocations Program that provides priests to serve
as military chaplains, and also to serve in parishes and
dioceses across the country that struggle with their own
critical shortage of ministers.

St Francis de Sales November Reflections
The World Turned Upside Down
% R

When | was growing up in the fifties in New York City, we started to study American History in the
fourth grade. As the year progressed, we reached the American Revolutionary War period. In the year
AD 1776 much of the fighting occurred in our neighborhood as the British, in a series of one-sided
battles defeated and pursued, the outmatched American rebels first from Brooklyn to lower
Manhattan and then up the island fighting through and then past our neighborhood. It was known
then and today as Washington Heights, still with streets, the High School, some churches, and the
bridge named after our first President. Although most of our parents and grandparents even some of
us were ourselves immigrants, the excitement of living on historic ground made the subject
irresistible, at least my nine-year-old self. By the end of that year, the Americans had been routed
through White Plains, over the Hudson River, and retreated southward down through New Jersey
Across the Delaware River into Delaware itself.

The British, and many Americans. thought that the War was all but over. Then, on the day after
Christmas the supposedly moribund American army startled the British at Trenton and Princeton and
reignited our War for Liberty and Independence. After several years and numerous but inconclusive
battles, with the help of the French Army and Navy, against all odds and expectations, the ragtag
Americans trapped the British in Yorktown in 1781. They had defeated the world’s leading military
power of that time. The British were stunned and marched sullenly out of Yorktown to the tune of “The
World Turned Upside Down.” Even if the tale is apocryphal, the title accurately reflects how the
British felt at this totally and acrimonious unexpected outcome. Given the current situation of our
nation and indeed of the entire planet, | can certainly sympathize with those British reactions back
then.

Our nation today is more radically divided rather than united. Our president is more of a polarizing
than he is a uniting figure. He is also a convicted felon with opinions being about equally divided that
these convictions are well deserved or are the results of dubious political lawfare. The more strongly
these opinions are held, the less connection there is to factual reality. Our Congress is paralyzed, and
our political discourse is heated to the point that assassination attempts are becoming part of our
rhetoric and are all too often successful. People without legal documentation are parading in our
streets waving the flags of their countries of origin demanding, sometimes violently, their right to stay
in America. People march to vehemently support abortion and for the means to legalize euthanasia of
the elderly, those in intractable pain, or the mentally or terminally ill, but protest, sometimes
simultaneously, the execution of vicious criminals who have committed unspeakable crimes. The



conflicts in Ukraine and the Middle East continue to claim lives and treasure without a realistic peace
in sight.

The promises of racial unity and religious ecumenism so hopefully asserted in the sixties have
evaporated. Racial relations are much closer to acrimonious than to harmonious levels. Churches are
splitting apart from one another rather than may they all be as one, as Jesus prayed. Catholics have
no immunity to this trend. We have serious disputes among ourselves, some examples include the
revival of the Latin Mass, married priests, predator priests, and women being ordained as priests, and
numerous other issues. Our American born Pope gives the USA lectures about how to deal with
migrants, while he lives in the securely bordered and walled Vatican city.

The British King, the Supreme Governor of the Church of England for
almost the last 500 years, has just visited and prayed with Pope Leo, our
Supreme Pontiff in and Bishop of Rome, presumably as a show of support
for Christian unity.

Concurrently, the Church of England (Anglican and Episcopal churches)
has just nominated Dame (from her previous work as a Nurse) Sarah
Mullally, as Archbishop of Canterbury, the first woman to be so honored.
She has not as yet been installed, and already several conservative national churches of the Anglican
Communion have disavowed and severed all allegiance to the See of Canterbury, their Mother
Church, forming their own independent communion. | fear that Lucifer is rejoicing at the devilish irony
of conservative Christians splitting from their own Mother Church due to the fact a woman will now
head it.

After raising all these distressing issues, | regret to confess | have no practical or meaningful solution
to them. Several of my Protestant friends are convinced that we are in the End Times as predicted in
the Book of Revelation (Apocalypse), but | am not so sure. | would rather trust in and pray for the
merciful intercession of Mary, the Mother of God, the patron of the USA. We would do well to ask for
Her prayers to see us safely through these times of great tribulation. Perhaps in remembrance of the
occasion of Her most important function-giving birth to our Savior, She will pray for us until the world
is again turned right side up. In any case | wish all of you a Happy Thanksgiving.
